T10s: PFVA holds orientation session to
enhance exports
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KARACHI: The All Pakistan Fruit & Vegetable Exporters,
Importers, and Merchants Association (PFVA) conducted d
comprehensive orientation session aimed at equipping 40 newly
appointed Trade & Investment Officers (T10s) to enhance fruit and

vegetable exports.

These officers will be stationed in Pakistani Embassies, High Commissions,
and Consulates across diverse countries worldwide.

Dr Muhammad Tarig Khan, Director (Technical) of the Department of Plant
Protection (DPP), addressed the T1Os regarding quarantine-related issues and
Sanitary and Phytosanitary (SPS) compliance. He stressed the importance of
TIOs in linking DPP with National Plant Protection Organizations (NPPOS) in
their respective countries of assignment, supporting DPP in quarantine SPS
compliance matters, exploring new markets, and facilitating trade negotiation.

In his concluding address, Abdul Malik, Chairman PFVA, expressed gratitude
to the T1Os and extended his best wishes for their success in their new
assignments. He voiced expectations that the T1Os would play an effective role
In enhancing exports within the promising sector of fruits and vegetables
during their postings in various countries.
